Keeping in view the digitalization/paperless office/world-wide
requirement of digital documents and its impact on the studies of the students,
all the credential of the students must be uploaded digitally on the Digi locker.
Digi Locker is a flagship initiative of Ministry of Electronics & IT (MEITY) under
Digital India programme. DigiLocker aims at 'Digital Empowerment' of citizen
by providing access to authentic digital documents to citizen's digital document
wallet.
