Ottawa: Canada islookingat 
the possibility of putting a 

:cap on the nunber of intern 
ational students to help redu 
ce the surge in demand for 

Ehousing and to fix the system 
E that has gone out of control, 

immigration minist�r Marc 
Miller said, a move that is lik 
ely to affect Indian students. 

TOI reported about the 
plan to limit student visas in 
its December 9 edition. 

Justin Trudeau's govern 
ment has faced criticism for 
welcoming more immigran-
ts -both permanent and te-
mporary during an affor-
dability crisis that has cause 
d the cost of housing to spike. 

"That volume is discon-
certing," Miller said in an in-
terview with CTV News on 
Sunday referring to the rise 
of foreign student visas in 
Canada. "It's really a system 
that has gotten out of cont 
rol." He said the federal go-
vernment will have "conver-
sations" with the provincial 
governments "to make sure 
that the provinces that have 
not been doing their jobs ac 

:tually rein in those numbers 
on a pure volume basis".The 
number of foreign students 
in Canada has nearly tripled 
in the past decade, reaching 
morethan 800,000 last year: 

Trudeau has faced criticism for 
welcoming more immigrants 
during an affordability crisis that 
has caused the cost of housing 
to spike and curtailed supply 

Miller said he will be loo 
king in both the first and se 
cond quarter of this year at 
possibly setting a cap on fore 
eign students. He, however, 
didn't reveal the size of the 
reduction the government is 
planning. India was the first 
among the top ten origin co 
untries of study permit ho 
lders in 2022 in Canada, with 
atotal of 3.19,000 students. 

A new report by Canadi 
an Press news agency ci 
ting internal documents 
shows the federal governm 
ent was warned by public ser 
vants two years ago that its 
ambitious immigration tar 
gets could jeopardise housi 
ng affordability Thudeau's 
Liberals Party government 
has set targets aining to 
bring in 485,000 immigrants 
this year, and 500,000 in both

HC Raps DU Over"Orphaned-Kid UCMS

Says It's Lacking In Infra, Reacts To Univ Assurance That Its Council Will Take A Call On Future 

1 New Delhi: The University 
College of Medical Sciences 
is an "orphaned child", Delhi 
High Court lamented on Mon 
day, pulling up the iaculty and 
Delhi University for failing to 
improve its functioning. 

"One person died last we 
ek because there is no wor 
king CT Scan machine. We 
can't allow more deaths to ta 
ke place. If there is no CT 
Scan, what are you teaching 
the students there? A person 
died just a week ago, but the 
doctors are worried about 
promotional avenues and sa 
laries. Their heart doesn't 
beat?" an anguished bench 

of acting chief justice Man 
mohan and justice Manmeet 
Pritam Singh Arora asked, 
while hearing a plea by the 
UCMS Teachers Association 
and others challenging the 
proposed takeover of the col 
lege by Delhigovernment. 

Last week, a man died af 
ter being denied treatment at 
several hospitals, including 
Guru Teg Bahadur, which 
didn't have a working CT 
scan machine. 

The court's remarks ca 
me after it found that despite 
a 2005 cabinet decision by the 

central government, DU pre 
varicated on handing over 
the college to Delhi govern 
ment. The bench indicated it 
will vacate a stay imposed

earlier against the takeover. 
"Doesn't the doctor reali 

se that a patient died because 
of a non-functional CT scan? 
Delhi University can't be su 
perior to the Union Cabinet 
decision. This is very wrong, 
what DU is doing," the bench 
said, when the varsity said 
its academic council will ta 
ke a call on UCMS's future, 
seekingmore time. 

Giving a final chance to 

DU to place its stand, the 
bench directed standing co 
unsel Sameer Vashisht to file 
an undertaking that Delhi 
governmnent will pump in Rs 
250 crore to improve the wor 
king of the college, so that 
there is immediate infusion 
of funds. 

Since being set up in 1991, 
UCMS was funded by the 
Union HRD ministry. Till 
1985 the college was located 
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on the Safdarjung Hospital 
campus. In 1985, the college 
wasshifted to the present Gu 
ru Teg Bahadur Hospital 
campus. It is still funded by 
the HRD ministry but GTB 
Hospital is under the financi 
al and administrative cont 
rol of Delhigovernment. 

In a response filed last 
month, Delhi government in 
formed the court that all de 
partments of the Centre as 
well as state had categorical 
ly suggested that the deci 
sion to take over UCMS by 

Delhi government was a 
conscious and well-reasoned 
one. "The samne is neither ar 
bitrary nor suffers from any 
application of mind. The go 
vernments are aware of the 

fact of integrating of staff/ 
faculty and their service con 
ditions," Delhi government 
said, urging that the court 
dismiss the batch of peti 
tions filed in 2015 on which 
the stay was granted. 

It added that neither �the 
central government nor the 
Delhi government has taken 
any decision averse to the in 
terest of the students, tea 
chers or other employees of 
UCMS. The allegations that 
government hospitals are in 
appalling and miserable con 
ditions is vehemently denied 
and opposed. Delhi govern 
ment has worked tremendo 
usly and improved the condi 
tions of the government ho 
spitals many folds."
